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Purpose

This hint provides instructions on how to add additional practice narratives to a conservation plan so that they will not be overwritten when the Produce Plan button is selected.

Instructions

1. Click the PlanData worksheet tab at the bottom of the Excel window.
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2. Scroll the PlanData worksheet to the right to display Column L, Additional_Text. 
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3. For each practice that needs additional narrative, enter the text in the Column L cells. You may enter up to 1000 characters of additional narrative in each cell.
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Type additional practice narative in this column.

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4. When you finish typing the additional narratives, return to the plan by clicking the Plan tab at the bottom of the Excel window.
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5. Click the Produce Plan button to append the additional narrative to the standard practice narrative.
