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Purpose

This hint explains special printer requirements for printing maps.

Instructions

To print maps, use a post script printer. Whether you are using an office computer or a laptop, printers must be mapped directly to your computer by the systems administrator.

To print larger maps with transparencies on the HP2500CM printer you will need to add printer memory. It is recommended that you add 32 MB of memory to the 20 MB initially provided with the printer for a total of 52 MB.

Both the time needed to print maps and the quality of the print job will vary, depending on the printer in use. In general, laser printers are faster and may take only a few minutes.  If you print a 13x19 map from a 233 MHz laptop system to an HP2500CM printer, the print job may take over an hour to print. However, the quality of the printed map is very good; the offsets are excellent.
