Soil Data Viewer 3.0 Installation

Download the Soil Data Viewer 3.0 Installation Package

The Soil Data Viewer 3.0 installation package is downloaded from the Toolkit Web site. The package is saved on the local computer or on the server (if available). The downloaded installation package may save on a CD if desired.

Procedure

1. Access the Soil Data Viewer from the Soil Data Viewer Web site

 Click the Download button and save the package, SDV30.exe, to a folder on your
C:\ drive or on the server if available.

2. In Windows Explorer, browse to SDV30.exe and double click to start the installation.

Procedures

1. Close ALL Windows applications. If this is not done, the installation may fail due to file or folder conflicts.

2. Double click on the setup.exe file ([image: image11.png]& Setup.eve



) or sdv30.exe ([image: image12.jpg]WA sdvit.exe



) if you have downloaded from the Web. 

Depending on the installation method, Setup.exe may be found on the C:\drive, the server, or on an installation CD-ROM.  For Windows NT or Windows 2000, an Administrative user must execute setup.exe. If you have downloaded from the Web, click on sdv30.exe instead.

3. Important: This installation may reboot your computer several times. Windows NT and Windows 2000 users must log in after each reboot as an Administrative user for a successful completion of this Soil Data Viewer 3.0 install.

4. Important: The following warning message may be displayed one or more times during installation on a Windows 95 or Windows 98 machine:

**System File Error**  The following system files have been replaced with 

older versions by a program you recently ran.  These files are currently 

in use and cannot be automatically repaired.  Windows may not run correctly until you exit and restart Windows so that these files can be automatically 

repaired.    <File>  (e.g. C:\WINDOWS\SYSTEM\STORAGE.DLL)

This message is a warning and does not indicate a failure of the installation. The installation will automatically exit and restarts Windows as described in the message to successfully complete the installation.

You do not need to remove/uninstall Soil Data Viewer when

· You upgrade from Version 2.0.1s to Version 3.0.

· You want to add Arcview to a non-Arcview installation.

2. Select Add/Remove Programs.

3. Select Soil Data Viewer 3.0 from the list of installed applications.

4. Click the Add/Remove button to start the uninstall process.

5. If any messages concerning Shared Files appear, respond Yes to All.

6. You may see a message telling you to restart the computer. If you do, you MUST restart the computer. 
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
