BUG – can not split an inclusion polygon.  Can append it (add fields to it) but cannot split.  If errors occur, only way to get rid of them is to stop editing without saving.

1:19:51  Refresh
Sometimes a split field disappears from the view…refresh the screen and it should re-appear.
1:23:11  Projection Files  
Projection files are very important.  Make sure that all the shapefiles in your F:geodata set have .prj files., especially if they are being used in Toolkit.
This is absolutely critical if you have a Service Center using two different projections.
