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Instructions
When digitizing, if you wish to specify a distance for a segment of a polygon or a line in feet, follow the steps provided in this document.

After the first click to set the beginning point of the segment, right-click to display the following options (this example is for a polygon):
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As shown above, there are several options for specifying a distance.  Click on one of the options to bring up a dialog box.  (In this example, Length was selected.)
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Although meters is the default unit of measurement (for calculating acreages), you put “ft” after the length you enter in the pop-up box, “900 ft” will be the entered value, as shown below:
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To accept this value, press the Enter key, and you will have a segment that measures 900 ft.
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
