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Introduction
This document provides step-by-step instructions for attributing each of the four practices to the NRCS Planning Symbol, Planned Pipeline.  Each instance of the practice will be given a different color to easily distinguish between the different types of pipe.  
The following example uses an attributed land unit with four instances of line practices, all pipeline.  In the notes, the instances are designated as gated pipe, solid pipe, header pipe, and riser pipe.   All of them are designated as practice code 516, Pipeline.  

Instructions
We have had several requests from users that the NRCS Planning Symbols be available at the top of the list, but this software change has not been implemented.  Currently, the NRCS Planning Symbols are found at the bottom of the list of all the symbols.  In doing similar types of symbology settings, it can be bothersome to scroll down through the list to find the desired symbol, especially if a symbol must be repeated several times.  This tip can save you time in setting of symbology.

1. Begin in ArcGIS as shown here.
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2. Right-click on the Practices (Lines) layer, select Properties, then select Symbology.
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3. Under Categories, select Unique values, many fields.  (The screen below is included here to illustrate that you do not have to use Unique values, many fields to use this shortcut.)
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4. Now, simply click the Add All Values button to add them in:
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Please note that, if some symbology has already been set, and you desire only to add a new item to the above list, you would instead click on the Add Values button.  This option allows you to add additional items without losing my current symbology.  
If some items already have their symbology set when you click the Add All Values button, the symbology will be reset.
Adding Symbology
You may add the symbology for the four instances one at a time.  However, the following instructions are for adding the same symbol for all, but in different colors.  (By the end of this procedure, the color of each symbol will be changed as desired.)
5. Right-click on any of the items to display the drop-down list as shown in the following screen shot.

6. Two options are now available to you.  The first, Properties for All Symbols, will be used in this example.  The other option, Properties for Selected Symbol(s), could be used by selecting any number of items and then right-clicking.  
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To select more than one either click the first one, then go to the last item you want to select and while holding down the shift key select the other one (this works for items listed in sequential order).  All will be selected, from the first one to the last one in the range.  Or, if you need to pick and choose items, click the first one, then while holding the Ctrl key, select as many as you want.  In this latter scenario, use the Properties for Selected Symbol(s) option.
7. Since all instances are pipeline in this example (and the same symbol will be used), the Properties for All Symbols option should be selected.  
8. Click on this option will bring up the Symbol Selector.  
9. Select the desired symbol for Planned Pipeline, Water or Gas (or any other symbol of your choice).

10. Set the color for the first instance.  
11. Click OK.
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At this point, all items will have the same symbol and color.  
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To change the color, click on the symbols for the rest of the items, one by one, then select the desired color.  You need not scroll down the list to add the symbol, as it is already set for you.
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
