Toolkit Tech Note 006:  Instructions for Refreshing Domain Data
June 13, 2005
Problem:  Changes have been made recently to our practice narratives, but I have encountered one or more of these problems:
· We just added new narratives, but they are not showing up in Toolkit.
· I have revised the old narrative, but the new one is not showing up in Toolkit.
· Narratives that have been deleted from the national database are still showing up in the Toolkit drop-down list.
Resolution:  Follow the instructions provided below.
Instructions
1. Close Toolkit, Preferences, and ArcMap Toolkit Toolbar.

2. Download the Toolkit Data Cleaner from the Toolkit Web site at: www.itc.nrcs.usda.gov/toolkit/Downloads/ToolkitDataCleaner.zip.

3. Save the ToolkitDataCleaner.zip to C:\temp or similar folder.
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4. Unzip the file to a location on the C:\ drive (e.g., C:\temp).
Note:  The utility will not run from a mapped network drive, such as H:\.
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5. Use your workstation explorer to navigate to the folder where you unzipped the Toolkit Data Cleaner utility (e.g., C:\temp\ToolkitDataCleaner).  
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6. Double-click on ToolkitDataCleaner.exe.
7. The following window will appear.  
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8. Verify the path to the default personal geodatabase location, or click on Browse to locate and select the geodatabase to be cleaned (once you have selected the .mdb file click on Open.  

· The default location is:
C:\Documents and Settings\<user name>\Local Settings\Application Data\USDA\Toolkit5\Toolkitv50.mdb
9. Click on the Clean GeoDatabase button.
Note:  If the utility will not run, check that you are executing it from somewhere on the C:\ drive.  The utility will not run from a mapped network location, such as H:\.
10. Wait while the Toolkit Data Cleaner utility cleans the geodatabase and displays the results.  The process completes in 10 seconds, but may take up to 2 minutes, depending on the size of your personal geodatabase.

11. A log file is automatically generated to store the information that appears in the Results block located at the bottom of the Toolkit Data Cleaner screen.  
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12. The following message in the Results block indicates that the cleaner has executed successfully:

13. Click on the red “X” button (at top right) to close the utility.

15. Verify that you can check in and check out your customer folders.
