Tech Note 011a:  Work-Around to Keep the Attributes with the 
Desired Attributed Land Unit Following a Split
May 11, 2006
Problem:  When splitting an attributed land unit, the attributes from the parent land unit are not showing up for the desired child land unit.
Versions:  Build 66, SP-1, and SP-2
Resolution
The following work-around illustrates how to control which part of a split will hold onto the attributes.  Begin with a land unit that has been attributed.  For example:
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1. Open the Attribute Tool to verify the land unit.

2. Close the Attribute Tool.

3. Open the Land Unit Editor and select the land unit. 

4. Use the split tool to perform the split.

5. If you will be splitting the land unit down the middle, you will create left and right halves.  If you want the attributes to go to the left side, split from bottom to top (as shown below).  

Note:  The attributes will always go to the land unit to the left of the split line in relation to the direction the arrow is drawn (top to bottom, bottom to top, right to left, 
or left to right).
The following table indicates which direction to draw the split line, depending on the desired section to be attributed.

	Attributed Section
	Direction of Split

	Left section
	Bottom to Top

	Right section
	Top to Bottom

	Top section
	Left to Right

	Bottom section
	Right to Left


6. To attribute to the left side of the view:
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7. Open the Attribute Tool to verify that the attributes are associated with the left section following the split.
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8. Select the right section of the land unit.  Notice that the other section will be unattributed.
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Alternative
To merge the parts back together, and then split so the attributes go to the right side of the view, you will need to split from top to bottom as illustrated below.
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In this case, the attributes will be from the section that is to the left of the split line.
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The other section will be unattributed.
