Build 65

Release Status

Production/Training Release

· Build 65 is a revision to the initial production release, Build 64, of the Customer Service Toolkit 2004 (v5.0).

· This release can be installed for production or training.

· The Roles and Permissions web application can be used to enroll users and set permissions in the national production database or the national training database.
Silent Installation

Silent Installation Features
A silent installation capability is included in the installation package.  Silent installation differs from interactive installation in that it is intended to upgrade the workstation from a previous build to a new build, without modifying the original type of installation (i.e., production or training).  Consequently, a workstation previously configured for training will remain configured for training after the silent installation.  Some of the features of a silent installation are as follows:

· Suppresses interactive user interface screens which the InstallShield Wizard displays during an interactive installation.

· Does not suppress errors. If an error occurs during installation, it will be displayed and the installation will stop.

· Uses the configuration file from the previous Toolkit 5.0 build installation. If the previous installation was for production, the silent installation will be for production. If the previous installation was for training, the silent installation will be for training.

· Automatically uninstalls the previous Toolkit 5.0 build.

· Only installs over the previous build.  For example, a silent installation of Build 65 will install over Build 64. It will not install over Build 63. Nor will it reinstall over Build 65 after Build 65 was successfully installed. In these cases, run the interactive installation.

· Displays the InstallShield logo in the Taskbar to indicate the installation is running. When this logo disappears, the installation is complete.

· The silent installation requires that the previous build of Toolkit 2004 v5.0 is installed on the workstation.  If it is not, you will need to perform an interactive installation.

In order to change the type of installation (i.e., production or training) on a given workstation, you will need to:  (1) uninstall the version of Toolkit 2004 that currently resides on that workstation, and (2) complete the interactive installation of Toolkit 2004 (refer to the current Toolkit 2004 v5.0 Installation Guide posted on the ITS Team Services Web site).

Resolved Problems

Digitizer Tools

· The Land Unit Attribute Tool can now be used to link tabular unmapped land units to a planning land unit feature that was derived from a Common Land Unit layer.

· The Land Unit Editor will now allow inclusions without adversely affecting the other digitizing tools, or corrupting the land unit geometry.   

Preferences

· In certain instances, Toolkit Preferences would not display the list of NRCS land uses.  This is corrected in this build.

Login Name Change

· Toolkit will now work correctly for a user whose Windows account login name has been changed on their workstation.
Known Problems

Buffer Tools

· The Buffer Tool does not allow for buffering on one side of a line, however that functionality will be available in a future version of Toolkit 2004.  In this build, only the option for buffering on both sides of a line is functional.
Check In / Check Out

· Multiple shape features that are checked in to the national database can not be checked out to the personal geodatabase.  ESRI has provided a fix to the ArcObjects software to resolve this problem.  This fix is being incorporated into an ArcGIS patch for later release.
Creating Practice Layers

· The ability to create Practice Layers in Toolkit 2004 is very limited.  New practice layers may be created for practices that do not exist in the practice schedule.  At the time they are attributed, they will automatically be added to the practice schedule.  However, if the user creates a practice feature in ArcGIS, for a practice that already exists in the practice schedule, a duplicate record will be created in the schedule after the practice feature has been attributed.  Manually edit the practice schedule to remove duplicates.

· There is no ability to link new practice features to existing records in the practice schedule.  This will be an enhancement in a future version of Toolkit 2004.

· There is no ability to import practice shapefiles, created in earlier version of Toolkit, into the National Conservation Planning Database.  This functionality will be added in a future version of Toolkit.  Toolkit 2004 does allow existing practice shapefiles to be added as layers in ArcGIS projects, and can be edited using the Toolkit digitizing tools.

Digitizer Tools

· The Attribute Tool on the “Build Your Own” Layer digitizing toolbar is not functional.   The ability to attribute features in “Build Your Own” layers will be available in a future version of Toolkit 2004.

· Splitting a polygon adjacent to a neighboring polygon will result in a gap when the split intersects the side of the neighboring polygon.  This gap represents approximately 0.2 inches in real world measurements which is about the size of a saw blade cut.  This gap does not affect the merge, reshape, or vertex tools.  ESRI is working to resolve this problem.  In this build, the gap can be removed by inserting a vertex in the line segment between the two polygons.  After saving the edits, the vertex can be removed and the shared sides of each neighboring polygon will remain collinear without any gap.

· The Copy/Paste functionality has been disabled from the Land Unit Editor toolbar, until the known shift problem has been resolved.
· When you merge two land units together, one land unit is selected to keep its tabular information for the resulting merged land unit.  The other land unit’s tabular information should be discarded.  In Build 65, this "extra" tabular record erroneously persists in the ArcGIS attribute table.  The Land Unit tab also persists the “extra” land unit and moves it from Mapped to Unmapped.  If you want to delete the “extra” unmapped land unit, you will need to delete it under the Land Units tab and then perform a check in/check out.  Deleting the "extra” record from the Land Units tab will also delete it from the attribute table during check in/ check out.  HOWEVER, deleting a record from the attribute table WILL NOT delete the record from the Land Units tab.

· When you delete a land unit, the attribute record is marked for deletion and will disappear after a check in/out.  The Land Unit tab will reflect the change by moving the land unit record from Mapped to Unmapped.  If you want to delete the unmapped land unit, you will need to delete it under the Land Units tab and then perform a check in/check out.  Deleting the unmapped record from the Land Units tab will also delete it from the attribute table during check in/ check out.  HOWEVER, deleting a record from the attribute table WILL NOT delete the record from the Land Units tab.

New Theme Tool

· Creating a Planning Land Unit layer with the New Theme Tool using a Common Land Unit shapefile as the data source will not work if the shapefile is in a read-only folder and does not have a projection file.  Toolkit fails when attempting to write a projection file.  In this situation, either create a projection file for the CLU shapefile or set the folder permissions to allow write access.
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
