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Purpose

Throughout the Customer Service Toolkit training sessions people have asked how to add reoccurring practices to a conservation plan. The following instructions will describe how it can be done. 

Instructions

Reoccurring practices are added in the Excel spreadsheet portion of Toolkit conservation plans. For this example we will use Delayed Tillage.

Step 1) If you are not in a conservation plan currently, go to Outlook and open the cooperator’s file you will be adding a reoccurring practice to.

Step 2) From the Customer Folder Tab click on the Plan_Reports folder and then double click on the conservation plan file that you want to add the reoccurring practices. When the Excel spreadsheet opens, you will see a screen that asks if you want to Enable Macros. Click Enable. You should see a copy of your conservation plan. If a blank plan appears, click on the Produce Plan button to view the contents of the plan.

Step 3) Scroll down through your conservation plan until you see the practice that you want to show as reoccurring, Figure 1. Note in this example there are 2 fields with Delayed Tillage. The practice you are working with may be for 1 field or more, and that is ok, the process for adding reoccurring practices is the same for each field.

Step 4) To add reoccurring practices you need to click on the PlanData tab at the bottom of the screen this will display information used to produce the plan, Figure 2.

Step 5) To show practices as applied more than 1 year go to column F and down to the row for that practice. In this example we are at cell F3 for field 1. Type in 2000-2005. Do the same in cell F4 for field 2, your screen should look like Figure 3.

Step 6) Click on the Plan tab at the bottom of the screen to get back to the plan. Click on the Produce Plan button to update the plan and show the reoccurring practices, see Figure 4.

Step 7) Click the Save Plan As button to save your plan.

Finally, follow the instructions found in the Customer Service Toolkit Reminder Outline (page 5, step 10) I emailed to you earlier to add reoccurring practices to contracts.
