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Purpose

Many Toolkit users prefer that map products developed in ArcView display the NRCS symbol instead of the USDA symbol. This Helpful Hint shows how to trick the Toolkit Map Products tool into placing the NRCS symbol on maps. The next version of Toolkit will place the symbol on maps automatically.

Instructions

1. Open Explorer and browse to this folder:

C:\Program Files\usda\Toolkit Express NT\ARCVIEW Extensions\Graphics

2. Click once on the file usdalogo.gif to select it.

3. Click the right mouse button and select Rename. Change the name of the file to oldusdalogo.gif or another name of your choice.

4. Click on the link to file nrcslogo.gif on the Toolkit Helpful Hints page.

5. Right-click on the image to display a pop-up menu.

6. Select Save As and save the file in the same folder and name as the old logo:
C:\Program Files\usda\Toolkit Express NT\ARCVIEW Extensions\Graphics\usdalogo.gif
7. The next time you create a map with the Toolkit Map Products tool ([image: image1.bmp]), the NRCS symbol will appear in the lower left corner of the page.

8. If you want to enlarge the symbol on the map, select the Pointer tool ([image: image2.bmp]), and click on it to display the black squares or handles.
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9. Move the mouse over the upper right handle until the cursor resembles a double-headed arrow [image: image4.bmp]. 

10. Hold down the left mouse key and drag the handle until the symbol is the desired size.
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
