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Purpose

If you have saved an ArcView project with spaces in the filename or path name, ArcView will open; however, when you double-click the .apr file from either Outlook or Windows Explorer, the customer's project file will not open.  Use either of the methods in this hint to remove spaces in a file name. 

If you have a path name with spaces included, use the Windows NT Explorer method to change it.

Instructions

ArcView Method 

Start ArcView from the Windows NT Start menu. From the ArcView menu, select File, then Open Project.

On the Open Project dialog box, browse to the project folder and double-click the project file to open the project. From the ArcView menu, select File, then Save Project As. On the Save File As dialog box, type a file name that doesn't have spaces (you may use under bars (  _ ) to connect words within the file name).

Click OK. The new project file name is saved, but the original project name still exists. Open the Windows NT Explorer, highlight the old project name  and click File, Delete.

Windows NT Explorer Method

Use the Windows NT Start menu to open Windows NT Explorer. Browse to the Customer's ArcView_Projects folder so that the contents are listed on the right side of the window.  If a folder name in the file path has spaces, browse to the folder that contains the subfolder with spaces in the name.

Right click on the project file name or folder that has spaces. From the pop-up menu that appears, click Rename. 

Enter a file name/path name with no spaces (you may use the under bar

(  _  ) to connect words) . Press Enter.
